Minutes of the Annual General Meeting

December 11, 2001

The meeting was held at 7:00 pm in the North York Memorial Hall, 5110 Yonge Street, Toronto, Ontario.

Karl Stanley, President, chaired the meeting.

Bruce Weppler, Secretary acted as secretary of the meeting.

Notice and quorum

The Chairmen confirmed that a quorum of members was present, that Notice of the Meeting had been published in the November 2001 issue of the club’s newsletter (read.me), that it was distributed to the members in accordance with the By-Laws, and that the meeting was properly constituted.

Minutes of Annual General Meeting, December 12, 2000

The Chairman pointed out that the minutes of the December 12, 2000 Annual General Meeting had been published in the November 2001 issue of the club’s newsletter that was mailed to the members recently.  Moved by Bruce Weppler, seconded by Martin Moss that reading of the minutes of the Annual General Meeting held December 12, 2000 be waived, and that the minutes be taken as read.  Carried.

Audited Financial Statements,  August 31, 2001 

The Financial Statements, together with the Auditor’s Report thereon, for the fiscal year ended August 31, 2001, were distributed to members when they registered for the meeting.  Moved by Arthur Robertson, Treasurer, seconded by Joan Wojcik that the Financial Statements be accepted and approved.  Carried.

Actions of the Board of Directors, year ended August 31, 2001

Moved by Gaye Robertson, seconded by Joyce Le Chasseur that the actions of the Board of Directors for the year ended August 31, 2001 be approved, ratified and confirmed.  Carried.

Appointment of Auditor

Moved by Arthur Robertson, seconded by Martin Moss that Lloyd Lindsay CA be appointed auditor for the year ending August 31, 2002 at a fee of $1,070.00 including tax.  Carried.

Election of directors

Karl Stanley, Chairman of the Nominations Committee, reported that the following members had agreed to be nominated to serve as directors of the club:

There were no further nominations.  Moved by Otto Lang, seconded by Joan Wojcik that nominations be closed.  Carried.  The foregoing nine nominees were declared elected.

read.me Newsletter

Moved by Arthur Robertson, seconded by Martin Moss that printing of the read.me newsletter be discontinued.  

A wide-ranging discussion followed and it was moved by Richard Dodge, seconded by Ron McIntyre that the foregoing motion be amended to provide that the read.me newsletter, in its present form, be suspended until further notice. The amended motion was carried.

The Chairman, who has been acting as the editor of read.me for most of 2001, explained that to date, efforts to find a replacement volunteer editor have failed so there is really not much that can be done, at least until a new volunteer editor is forthcoming.  It was suggested from the floor that the new Board of Directors should pursue the newletter subject further with a view to establishing a newsletter policy and finding a new volunteer editor, if one is needed.

Members’ dues

Moved by Martin Moss and seconded that the annual membership dues be reduced to $50.  Defeated.

Moved by George Yanchula and seconded by Richard d’Anjou that the new executive (Board of Directors) be authorized to set the membership dues for new members at such special rate as it (the Board of Directors) decides.  

Discussion followed with various and sometimes conflicting views being expressed by numerous speakers on possible advantages and disadvantages of reducing the club’s membership dues for new members and for all members.  

At the request of the Chairman, the Secretary read the following extract from clause 18 of By-law 1 to the meeting: 

“There shall be no dues or fees payable by members except such, if any, as shall from time to time be fixed by unanimous vote of the board of directors, which vote shall become effective only when confirmed by a vote of the members at an annual or other general meeting.” 

Further discussion followed.  Comments during discussion indicated that the new board of directors is expected to look at the membership dues question.  The motion was defeated.

Privacy

From the floor, a member expressed concern about the way some members of the PCCT Yahoo! Groups transmitted messages, or message content to non-members.  The speaker said that this was a breach of members' privacy.  In the following discussion it was suggested that the new Board of Directors should examine the situation.

Adjournment

There being no further business, the Chairman adjourned the meeting.
