Minutes of the Special General Meeting

March, 19, 2002

The meeting was held at 7:00 pm in the North York Memorial Hall, 5110 Yonge Street, Toronto, Ontario.

Martin Moss, President, chaired the meeting.

Bruce Weppler, Secretary acted as secretary of the meeting.

Notice and quorum

The Chairmen confirmed that a quorum of members was present, that Notice of the Meeting was sent to the members in accordance with the By-Laws, and that the meeting was properly constituted.

Annual renewal membership dues

The Chairman stated that the only scheduled item of business for the meeting was the item was set out in the Notice of the Meeting.  It provides for a $5.00 reduction on a member’s annual membership renewal dues coming up after the end of March 2002, on condition that payment of the renewal dues is made before the end of the member’s expiring membership year. He then commented on how the reduction would apply and mentioned some of the possible effects of the proposed change on PCCT.  The Chairman pointed out that, if adopted, this provision would continue in effect until such time as it is changed.

Moved by Murray Dobbs, seconded by John Mahler that commencing April 1, 2002 a member’s renewal membership dues for the forthcoming year be reduced by $5.00 if such reduced payment is made in full and received by PCCT on or before the last day of the member’s expiring membership year. 

Discussion followed with a number of members speaking, some expressing views in favour of the motion and others expressing views opposed to it.  Moved by Jim Morrissey, seconded by Tonu Soovere that discussion on the foregoing motion be ended.  Carried.

The Chairman then called for a vote on the original motion (made by Murray Dobbs and seconded by John Mahler).  Carried.

There being no further business, the Chairman adjourned the meeting.
